On Pentecost Sunday, a statement of beliefs to Reclaim the Good News of Jesus at this time in the 
history of our nation was published in the bulletin and affirmed by members of our parish staff 
and council. 

That Statement of Beliefs is now posted in the narthex. As the faith community of St. Raymond, 
you also are invited to affirm these beliefs by signing the book so that   together we might find a 
common voice to speak to the challenges of our time. 

1. WE BELIEVE each human being is made in God’s image and likeness. (Genesis 1:26)
THEREFORE WE SHALL treat all people with respect from concep on un l natural death.

2.  WE BELIEVE we are one body. (Gala ans 3:28)
THEREFORE WE SHALL welcome, protect and bless all races, genders, classes,  orienta ons and
faiths.

3. WE BELIEVE how we treat the hungry, the thirsty, the naked, the stranger, the sick and the  prisoner
is how we treat Christ himself. (Ma hew 25: 31-46)
THEREFORE WE SHALL uphold and care for the vulnerable in our midst, drawing people close
through Chris an hospitality.

4.  WE BELIEVE that truth is morally central to our personal and public lives. (John 14:6)
THEREFORE WE SHALL uphold truth-telling in our culture, beginning with our children  and families.

5.  WE BELIEVE that Christ’s way of leadership is servanthood, not domina on. (Ma hew 20:25-26)
THEREFORE WE SHALL support democracy not because we believe in human perfec on,  but
because we do not.

6.  WE BELIEVE Jesus when he tells us to go into all na ons making disciples.  (Ma hew 28:18-19)
THEREFORE WE SHALL live in awareness of the needs of the global community.

7.  WE BELIEVE the Eucharist is the body and blood of Christ and that we are called to be nurtured
each week at the table of the Lord. (John 6:48-51)
THEREFORE WE SHALL honor the Sabbath as a day to rest with our family in our Lord.



Dear friends at St. Raymond’s, 

In my position here as Youth Minister at St. Raymond’s, I have had the privilege to work with some amazing  
teenagers and their families in our community of faith. When I talk to teens about their faith, I encourage them not 
only to pray and develop a personal relationship with God, but also to gather together in community, whether it is 
at mass, at Branches, or on a Kairos retreat, because it is that sharing of our faith and prayer that makes it so 
much more powerful. We are raised up, and we raise each other up. In the same way, I have found the faith  
community here at St. Raymond’s to be a source of inspiration, strength, comfort, and peace for me and my 
family. My husband Matt and I have been parishioners here for 21 years. We have four children who have gone to 
St. Raymond’s school and three who participate in Branches.

I am writing to you today to share that I will be transitioning out of the role of youth  
minister. I have accepted a new position working in the college center at Hersey High School. While I will not be 
working directly with the teens or core staff, I will absolutely remain a strong part of this community of faith, and I 
will continue to be here, sharing in faith together with you. 

I have been so blessed to work with some incredible people these last five years. First of all, thank you to the core 
staff: To Fr Ed, Fr. Gilbert, Roberta Nichols, John Lorbach, Brian Fife, Mary Eileen Ward, Sr. Val and all the others 
I have worked with. Thank you for your commitment and love for St. Raymond’s. Thank you for supporting me in 
my endeavors with the teens and for the incredible work you do for this community. To all of the Branches leaders 
that I have worked with, I have learned so much from you, shared fun and laughs, and developed ideas and plans 
to help teens grow in their faith. Thank you for working with me and taking on such an important role as mentors to 
our young adults. I know it is a lot of work, but I also see how integral you are to these teens’ lives. Please know 
that while you will not have to endure my many emails and reminders, I am here if you are in need or an idea or 
want to share something great you did. Thank you to all of the wonderful parents who are committed to helping 
their teens develop their faith. It is this partnership and community of people who care about our teens that help 
them to become their best selves. I encourage you to continue to get involved and volunteer to help continue this 
great program here at St. Raymond’s. During this transition time, I ask for your help to be more involved in things 
that might need to be done here at St. Raymond’s, like being a Branches leader, or volunteering to help plan a 
service project. It does take a community. 

To the amazing, wonderful teens that I have been so blessed to work with. Thank you. Thank you for the gift of 
yourselves, for taking the time to come to Branches, or a service event, or on a mission trip. I am so humbled by 
you and have learned so much from you. You are gifts to this community, so please stay involved, work on your 
faith. It is a gift that will deeply enrich your lives. Each one of you is talented and gifted in your own way. Take time 
to discern those gifts and ask for God’s guidance on how to use them. You are people of deep faith, and you give 
me such hope in the future of our world and our church. Please continue to come tell me about what you are up to 
and know that I am always here at St. Raymond, supporting you and praying for you. 

Thank you to all of you in the community at St. Raymond for the opportunity to work as the youth minister and the 
support you have provided. I have worked hard these last five years to build up and strengthen our teen program. 
It is vibrant and thriving. We have gone from 120 teens in Branches to 165. We have brought the Kairos retreat to 
St. Raymond’s and are working on our Kairos 4 this January. We have done parent and teen education nights, 
worked on important service projects, learned about immigration, and served together on five mission trips. I ask 
for your help once again to continue to share your gifts and talents and volunteer to be mentors to teens and the 
program. 

Please know that while I am no longer going to be serving as the youth minister, I am not leaving St. Raymond. I 
am here, and although it will be in a different capacity, I remain committed with you to this community of faith that 
is St. Raymond’s.

 Each year all the parishes send their RCIA candidates, sponsors and team to Holy Name Cathedral for the 
“Rite of Election.”  There are so many people involved that this prayer service is offered five times during 
Lent – and the cathedral is filled each time. 

One of the most important aspects of our life at St. Raymond Parish is our continued efforts to share our faith with 
others.  We do this in so many ways:  through our liturgies, formation and education programs, outreach programs 
and our socializing and hospitality.  We continually strive to create an atmosphere where God’s active presence will 
be discovered among us. 

Sometimes all we need is a gentle invitation -- a little encouragement from someone to do something that we’ve 
been thinking about for a long time -- a little encouragement to stop putting something off -- and recognize that per-
haps now is the time to take action.  We encourage you, our parishioners, to prayerfully consider people you know -- 
a spouse, friend, relative, co-worker, or neighbor  --  and invite them to explore our faith. 

The RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults) is designed for women and men who have never been 
baptized or who were baptized in another Christian denomination and are considering becoming Catholic.  It is also 
appropriate for baptized Catholics who have received little formal religious education or who have not received the 
sacraments of Eucharist or Confirmation.   

The RCIA is a wonderful process, involving some of our own parishioners who accompany the candidates on their 
faith journey.

Migrant families who are escaping various forms of     
violence and persecution in their homeland are being 
routinely separated at the boarder. Since October 2017, 
over 700 children have been separated from their       
parents, including over 100 children under the age of 
four. On May 4, 2018, DHS stated that it will refer all   
individuals who cross the border without authorization for 
criminal prosecution, including adult members of family 
units. If implemented, this policy will undoubtedly lead to 
a drastic increase in incidences of family separation.
