Dear Parents of Teens of St. Raymond:

We hope that you and your students are settling into the new school year routine even if it looks a
bit different than the last. This letter is an invitation for you to welcome Diana Arizmendi as the
new Coordinator of Youth and Young Adult Ministry at St. Raymond. We had hoped by now to
have had an opportunity for you to meet her in person, but given the current pandemic that has
not been a possibility. Despite that, please know that in the short time Diana has been with us, we
have been praying for your families, especially the teens as we understand how challenging and
isolating this health crisis continues to be for them.

In his letter to young people, Christus Vivit, Pope Francis reminds us that “youth ministry
involves two main courses of action... One is outreach, the way we attract new young
people to an experience of the Lord. The other is growth, the way we help those who have
already had that experience to mature in it.” What an incredible and awesome responsibility
Pope Francis lays out for a parish community to cultivate moments of encounter with our Lord,
Jesus Christ. As a parish we are called to be relevant, engaging and inclusive for our Church to
help teens grow in deeper relationships with Jesus and each other.

We recognize the necessity in continuing to offer opportunities that allow this next generation to
explore our faith, create lasting friendships, discuss relevant topics, and find belonging to the
larger Church. We are extremely thankful that there is a robust High School Youth Ministry
through Branches for over the last 30 years and are excited to continue these efforts by building
upon the solid foundation laid before us. Our hope is that Branches Youth Ministry will equip a
teen to face the joys and challenges of life and strengthen their conviction of living out our
Catholic faith as witnesses to the love of Christ.

The core of the Branches program is meeting in small groups, and this is a value that will be
preserved. In the small group setting, teens develop a sense of trust and build community with
others in their group. We believe that all teens should have a unified experience within Branches
Youth Ministry that will provide them with the encouragement and tools they need to grow deeper
in their faith and be aware of God’s presence in their lives. In order to provide a consistent
experience for all teens, we will be introducing Life Teen resources to our parish. Life Teen
provides many resources, curriculum and support for teens, parents and mentors that are relevant
and engaging to the lives of the teens. Branches Youth Ministry will continue to meet every two
weeks on Sunday evenings as in the past. Our sessions will include a large group gathering
where a talk will be given to all teens and after that they will break off into small groups. Sessions
will be led by Diana and members of the adult core team mentors will help facilitate small groups
and other activities.

As Catholics we are called to foster a great sense of community not just in our own homes or
parish but in our surrounding communities at large. Currently, best practices of the Archdiocese of
Chicago do not support continued regular youth meetings in homes. Instead, we are asked to host
meetings and activities at the parish campus in order to ensure the safety of all participants but
also to empower all to grow in community and be more inclusive. For the Branches program in the
fall, the Archdiocese is allowing us to host an in-person kickoff event for our program on campus
and after that all of our meetings will be held virtually through Zoom until the Archdiocese

determines it is safe for us to resume sessions on the parish campus.

In looking to the future of youth ministry at St. Raymond, we face the challenge of how to welcome
all interested teens into Branches Youth Ministry. All recent studies of young adult Catholics who
have left the practice of their faith show us how important it is to engage teens. In order to
welcome all teens into Branches Youth Ministry we do need to increase our pool of adult mentors.
We would like to invite any adults over 21 years old, who feels called to be part of the adult core
team of mentors, to contact Diana at d.arizmendi@st-raymond.org to discuss your interest in being
a mentor.

We have seen firsthand that high school
students have been asked to pivot in every
aspect of their life for the last 6 months and they
have done so with resilient grace, compassion,
and humility. This gives us great hope that as
the parish shifts the way we engage the teens
this fall, to align with the current Archdiocese of

refused to contribute, most helped. You have
to remember that the people we were ap-
proaching had all come through the Depres-
sion, but most were still willing to contrib-
ute.”

The campaign was obviously successful
because parishioner Theodore Erbach, a well-
known church architect, was commissioned
in 1960 to design a new church and the
ground was broken on the southeast corner
of the block during the spring of 1961. The
original church had grown too cramped. In
fact, extra Masses were being held down the
street at Lincoln Junior High School to
accommodate the crowds. St. Raymond
boasted 1500 families by now. So the
school’s playground was sacrificed for the
cause of a more spacious, air-conditioned,
church. Eight more classrooms were simulta-
neously added to the school and the two
buildings connected.

Modeled after St. Gerald Church in Oak
Lawn, the church was built of Norman brick
with bedford and Lannon stone by
Schillmoeller and Krofl General Contractors
at a cost of $410,000. The floor was made of
terrazzo and all three altars were made of
Italian marble, as were the statues. The brick
of the main wall of the sanctuary was laid in
a special pattern which formed the reredos
behind the altar and a huge crucifix of ebony
adorned it.

All of the appointments in the church,
including the stained glass windows and
pews with seating capacity of 1200, were
donated by parishioners.

Auxiliary Bishop Hillinger paid a visit
to the new church on August 31, 1961 to
consecrate the three altars so that the congre-
gation could make use of the new facility.
But it wasn’t formally dedicated until April
29, 1962 when Albert Cardinal Meyer trav-
eled to Mount Prospect to give it his blessing.

Throughout his pastorate at St.
Raymond, Father O’Brien was known to be a
quiet, friendly Irishman who usually had a
joke to tell. He also tried his best to accom-
modate his parishioners whenever possible
within the strictures of the Church. Men who
had to leave daily Mass (which was much
better attended then) to catch a train for work
were offered the opportunity to take Com-

munion before Mass instead of near the end
of it. This practice continued throughout the
next pastor’s tenure at St. Raymond, too, and
on into the early 1970s, according to Jeanette
White and Marie Pope.

Adelaide Thulin remembers a story
Father O'Brien told about working on the
grounds around the church one day, dressed
in a sweatshirt and work pants. A car full of
women from another town pulled up and
stopped their car, asking when someone
would be available to hear their confessions.
Father O’Brien recalled pulling his stole out
of his pocket, draping it around his neck and

telling the women, “at St. Raymond, even the
gardener hears confession!”

According to Myron Weigle, Father
O’Brien also had a weakness for banana cake,
walking a couple of blocks quite often just to
get one from Weigle’s wife, Charlotte.

But as with most people, there were
apparently many sides to Father O'Brien.
Weigle remembers how hard he drove
himself and his parishioners to begin the
parish with nothing and built it into some-
thing enviable.

Whereas Thulin remembers his softer
side. Father O’Brien used to tell his flock that
the Christmas Gospel was the greatest
homily that could be given. Nothing else was
needed.

While the new church was being built,
the heavily-wooded parcel directly south of it
and across Lincoln Avenue became em-

Fund-raising campaigns in
the early years were so
important and well-
orchestrated that special
campaign newspapers were
published each week and
huge kick-off dinners were
held to inspire the workers.

Schillmoeller and Krofl were
the general contractors on
the construction of the new
church. The cost was
$410,000. When the church
was completed it had a
seating capacity of 1200 and
was air-conditioned. Notice
the large, elevated podium
and marble appointments.

broiled in a controversy. A consortium of
dentists from Glencoe, headed by Dr. Meyer
Kushner, purchased the eastern half of the
block and, according to Ken and Marcella
Odmark, planned to built an apartment
building with an alley there.

But the Odmarks and their neighbors in
the 400 block of South I-Oka Avenue got
together and protested the plan to the Village
fathers and it was rejected.

“It was completely filled with trees over
there,” Marcella Odmark recalls. “The kids
always played there. They called it the “lost
jungle.” We didn’t protest to save the trees,
though. We just didn’t want a city-style
apartment building with an alley in Mount
Prospect. That's what we had left behind in
the city.”

When the dentists’ plan was rejected,
they were forced to find a buyer and Father
O’Brien had the foresight to realize that he
needed the land for a parking lot.

“We had all of these families walking
to church each Sunday or parking on nearby
streets,” recalls Ben Trapani, “and Father
O'Brien realized that we needed a place for
all of these cars. So he came to me and asked
me to negotiate for the property.”

Guidelines

Essays must reflect the assigned theme and topic and be submitted by the published deadlines.
Essays must be the student’s original work.

Essays must be typed on 872" x 11" paper, one sided, double spaced, one-inch top, bottom, left, and right
margins, 12-point typewriter font.

Essays must be between 500 and 750 words long, approximately two-to-three typed pages.

The student’s name should only appear on the official Catholic Citizenship Essay Contest entry form,
which should be single-stapled to the back of the essay.

Catholic Schools participating in the Contest should submit hard copies of the essays and entry forms.

Individual not associated with a participating Catholic School should submit the essay and entry form by
email as PDFs.

All entries and entry forms become the property of the Knights of Columbus and will not be returned.

Timetable

August/September: Council announces Essay Contest to local Catholic schools and parishes
September: Students write essays; essays should be submitted by September 30, 2020.
Early October: Judges review essays for Council level.

Late October/early November: District/Regional (Archdiocese) judging.

Early November/early December: Jurisdictional (lllinois) judging.

Essays due to the Supreme Council for international judging by December 15.
January/February: International Essay Contest winners announced by the Supreme Council.

Judging

Judges will be selected by Mount Prospect Council. Knights of Columbus members, teachers, clergy, civic
officials, and members of the community may serve as judges.

Essays will be judged on a 100-point scoring system:
35 points — Content: How clearly is the theme presented?

30 points — Grammar: How well is the essay written with respect to essay construction, paragraph
construction, sentence structure, spelling, and grammar?

35 points— St?lle: Does the essay show creativity, imagination, and development of the topic in a
compelling style?
